Nagrade HIŠE AWARDS 2010

Nagrada Hiše Awards, ki jo Zavod Big v kategorijah Inovativna in trajnostna odličnost skupaj z revijo Hiše letos podeljuje drugič, je namenjena prepoznavanju kakovostne arhitekturne prakse na področju gradnje individualnih hiš, primerjava dobre prakse širom sveta ter s tem krepitev medkulturnega dialoga na področju arhitekturnega ustvarjanja, ter seznanjanje javnosti s sodobnimi arhitekturnimi trendi.

V izboru so letos posebej močno zastopani projekti iz Evrope in širše regije JV Evrope. 

Širok izbor projektov, edinstveno prikazuje, kako dobra arhitektura rešuje bivanjska vprašanja ljudi z različnimi potrebami v najraznovrstnejših okoljih.

Uredništvo revije Hiše je najprej opravilo izbor 52 projektov iz celega sveta zgrajenih v zadnjih dveh letih, ki so predstavljeni tudi v reviji, ter med njimi določili ožji izbor 10-ih finalistov. Pri izboru se je upoštevalo kakovost arhitekturne rešitve, inovativnost, vpetost v lokalno okolje, ekološkost in funkcionalnost (razporeditev prostorov, itd.)rešitve.

V reviji je predstavljenih tudi nekaj projektov, ki so starejši. V revijo smo jih uvrstili zaradi izjemne kakovosti in vrednosti, vendar niso sodelovali v tekmovalnem delu. 

Zmagovalca v obeh kategorijah je izbrala mednarodna žirija ki sta jo sestavljala letošnja predavatelja na konferenci Nuno Mateus in Matej Blenkuš, glavni urednik revije Hiše Ivan Ferjančič, izvršna urednica Nina Štrovs in Zmago Novak.

Zmagovalni projekt v kategoriji Inovativna odličnost je Townhouse studia Elding Oscarson iz Švedske.

Projekt se na inovativen način prilagaja površinsko zelo omejenim prostorskim možnostim lokacije, pri čemer je arhitektom uspelo zasnovati estetsko, funkcionalno in ekološko kakovostno hišo.

Zmagovalni projekt v kategoriji Trajnostna odličnost prejme projekt Lakeside house Iz Finske arhitekta Tuomasa Toivonena iz studia NOW for Architecture and Urbanism.

Nagrado za trajnostno odlicnost je Lakeside house prejela zaradi premišljene umestitve v okolje, kjer na smotren način izkorisca lokalne naravne danosti. Dovršeno arhitekturo smotrno nadgrajuje z uporabo recikliranih materialov za izolacijo, k manjši porabi energije prispeva  tudi smiselna razporeditev prostorov.

Projekt TOWNHOUSE
The narrow site is sandwiched between very old neighboring buildings in Landskrona, Sweden. Since mid 20th century it has been empty, waiting behind a wooden fence. It is only 5 meters wide with a tiny area of 75 square meters. Immediately adjacent buildings are low, but the street is lined with buildings of various height, size, facade material, age, and approach. Behind the row of buildings is a colorful world of back yards, brick walls, sheds, and vegetation. We find this small-scale, motely, naturally worn place extremely beautiful.

The building relates to the surroundings in scale, proportion and in the way it adds to the established rythm of low and tall buldings along the street. A perpendicularly inserted crow-step gabled house a few lots down the street is a particularly important ancestor. Yet, our aim is to create a sharp contrast, to express inherent clarity, but more importantly to highlight the beauty of the surroundings. Our clients, a male couple that love art and run a café in a bigger city closeby, plan to settle here for good. They see the potential in this small town, beyond its current economic and social problems.

Compressed slab construction, unconventional ceiling heights, and the ground floor flush to the street level, permitted fitting three floors into a volume aligned with the neighboring rooftops. The interior consists of a single space, softly partitioned by three exposed steel slabs. These span the entire width of the house and divide its program – kitchen, dining, living, library, bed, bath, and a roof terrace. A home office for a growing side business of art dealing is located in a separate building across a small garden in the back. Mechanical and service spaces are housed next to a glazed entrance from the street.

Our intention is to use small means to create an array of different spatial experiences in this very small project. The division of the single space aims at a non-minimalistic and lively sequence of confined and airy spaces, niches, interiors and exteriors, horizontal and vertical wiews as well as carefully framed views of the site. The continuous interior space is opening up to the street, to the middle of the block, and to the sky above.

The openness to all directions generates a building both monolithic and transparent. All facades are treated equally, exposing the interior and offering views through the building with similar apertures whether on the front, back or sides. The neigboring facades are closed, yet there is something deeply humane about their tactility, detailing, and ornaments. We want to contribute to the street with a faded border to the private sphere, with artifacts, furniture, plants, and patios; traces of human presence, consideration, and care.

The site is in Saimaa, the Finnish lake district. A rocky west-facing   slope, growing pine, juniper, moss, lichen and blueberries, descends  to the vast lake. The house is designed as a place to meet and spend   time together for a multigenerational family. The plan investigates  how architecture can be actively used by the inhabitants to moderate  between a collective experience and individual privacy. All specific,  functional spaces are compact, and gathered around a large living  room that opens to the magnificent lake view. The sleeping alcoves  and bedroom are intimate spaces that can be closed or opened to the  common central space with simple revolving and sliding walls. The  building’s interiors are white, leaving room for the changing light  and colours of the day, seasons and landscape.

About energy: Geothermal heat well to 200 m in bedrock (connected to water pipe floor heating), very highly  insulated (with recycled paper pulp) and minimum envelope. For peak heating need (like arriving for winter weekend) they use the fireplace, and since all spaces open directly to the main space, the house warms up very fast.
